open the 23_ISA_42_07 # To open the blind eyes, to bring out the prisoners from the prison, [and] them that sit in 
darkness out of the prison house.

open the 18_JOB_41_14 # Who can open the doors of his face? his teeth [are] terrible round about.

open the 43_JOH_10_21 # Others said, These are not the words of him that hath a devil. Can a devil open the eyes of 
the blind?

Open the 06_JOS_10_22 # Then said Joshua, Open the mouth of the cave, and bring out those five kings unto me out 
of the cave.

open the 66_REV_03_20 # Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will 
come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me.

open the 66_REV_05_02 # And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, Who is worthy to open the book, 
and to loose the seals thereof?

open the 66_REV_05_03 # And no man in heaven, nor in earth, neither under the earth, was able to open the book, 
neither to look thereon.

open the 66_REV_05_05 # And one of the elders saith unto me, Weep not: behold, the Lion of the tribe of Juda, the 
Root of David, hath prevailed to open the book, and to loose the seven seals thereof.

Open thy 38_ZEC_11_01 # Open thy doors, O Lebanon, that the fire may devour thy cedars.

open to 40_MAT_25_11 # Afterward came also the other virgins, saying, Lord, Lord, open to us.

Open to 19_PSA_118_19 # Open to me the gates of righteousness: I will go into them, [and] I will praise the LORD:

Open to 22_SON_05_02 # I sleep, but my heart waketh: [it is] the voice of my beloved that knocketh, [saying], Open 
to me, my sister, my love, my dove, my undefiled: for my head is filled with dew, [and] my locks with the drops of the 
night.

open to 22_SON_05_05 # I rose up to open to my beloved; and my hands dropped [with] myrrh, and my fingers [with] 
sweet smelling myrrh, upon the handles of the lock.

open toward 11_1KI_08_29 # That thine eyes may be open toward this house night and day, [even] toward the place 
of which thou hast said, My name shall be there: that thou mayest hearken unto the prayer which thy servant shall 
make toward this place.

open unto 11_1KI_08_52 # That thine eyes may be open unto the supplication of thy servant, and unto the 
supplication of thy people Israel, to hearken unto them in all that they call for unto thee.

open unto 51_COL_04_03 # Withal praying also for us, that God would open unto us a door of utterance, to speak the 
mystery of Christ, for which I am also in bonds:

open unto 05_DEU_20_11 # And it shall be, if it make thee answer of peace, and open unto thee, then it shall be, 
[that] all the people [that is] found therein shall be tributaries unto thee, and they shall serve thee.

open unto 05_DEU_28_12 # The LORD shall open unto thee his good treasure, the heaven to give the rain unto thy 
land in his season, and to bless all the work of thine hand: and thou shalt lend unto many nations, and thou shalt not 
borrow.

opened a 07_JUD_04_19 # And he said unto her, Give me, I pray thee, a little water to drink; for I am thirsty. And 
she opened a bottle of milk, and gave him drink, and covered him.

opened against 19_PSA_109_02 # For the mouth of the wicked and the mouth of the deceitful are opened against me: 
they have spoken against me with a lying tongue.

opened all 01_GEN_41_56 # And the famine was over all the face of the earth: And Joseph opened all the 
storehouses, and sold unto the Egyptians; and the famine waxed sore in the land of Egypt.

opened and 44_ACT_07_56 # And said, Behold, I see the heavens opened, and the Son of man standing on the right 
hand of God.

opened and 44_ACT_10_11 # And saw heaven opened, and a certain vessel descending unto him, as it had been a 
great sheet knit at the four corners, and let down to the earth:

opened and 44_ACT_16_26 # And suddenly there was a great earthquake, so that the foundations of the prison were 
shaken: and immediately all the doors were opened, and every one's bands were loosed.

opened and 66_REV_19_11 # And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him [was] 
called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war.

opened and 66_REV_20_12 # And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: 
and another book was opened, which is [the book] of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were 
written in the books, according to their works.

opened burnt 19_PSA_40_06 # Sacrifice and offering thou didst not desire; mine ears hast thou opened: burnt offering 
and sin offering hast thou not required.

opened every 01_GEN_44_11 # Then they speedily took down every man his sack to the ground, and opened every 
man his sack.

opened for 23_ISA_48_08 # Yea, thou heardest not; yea, thou knewest not; yea, from that time [that] thine ear was 
not opened: for I knew that thou wouldest deal very treacherously, and wast called a transgressor from the womb.

opened he 44_ACT_08_32 # The place of the scripture which he read was this, He was led as a sheep to the 
slaughter; and like a lamb dumb before his shearer, so opened he not his mouth:

opened he 44_ACT_09_08 # And Saul arose from the earth; and when his eyes were opened, he saw no man: but they 
led him by the hand, and brought [him] into Damascus.

opened he 43_JOH_09_26 # Then said they to him again, What did he to thee? how opened he thine eyes?

opened he 42_LUK_24_45 # Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the scriptures,

opened her 44_ACT_09_40 # But Peter put them all forth, and kneeled down, and prayed; and turning [him] to the 
body said, Tabitha, arise. And she opened her eyes: and when she saw Peter, she sat up.

opened her 05_DEU_11_06 # And what he did unto Dathan and Abiram, the sons of Eliab, the son of Reuben: how the 
earth opened her mouth, and swallowed them up, and their households, and their tents, and all the substance that 
[was] in their possession, in the midst of all Israel:

opened her 01_GEN_04_11 # And now [art] thou cursed from the earth, which hath opened her mouth to receive thy 
brother's blood from thy hand;

indignation: for this [is] the work of the Lord GOD of hosts in the land of the Chaldeans.

opened his 43_JOH_09_14 # And it was the sabbath day when Jesus made the clay, and opened his eyes.

opened his 43_JOH_09_21 # But by what means he now seeth, we know not; or who hath opened his eyes, we know 
not: he is of age; ask him: he shall speak for himself.

opened mine 43_JOH_09_30 # The man answered and said unto them, Why herein is a marvellous thing, that ye 
know not from whence he is, and [yet] he hath opened mine eyes.

opened my 27_DAN_10_16 # And, behold, [one] like the similitude of the sons of men touched my lips: then I opened 
my mouth, and spake, and said unto him that stood before me, O my lord, by the vision my sorrows are turned upon 
me, and I have retained no strength.

opened my 19_PSA_119_131 # I opened my mouth, and panted: for I longed for thy commandments.

opened not 12_2KI_15_16 # Then Menahem smote Tiphsah, and all that [were] therein, and the coasts thereof from 
Tirzah: because they opened not [to him], therefore he smote [it; and] all the women therein that were with child he 
ripped up.

opened not 44_ACT_12_14 # And when she knew Peter's voice, she opened not the gate for gladness, but ran in, and 
told how Peter stood before the gate.

opened not 23_ISA_14_17 # [That] made the world as a wilderness, and destroyed the cities thereof; [that] opened 
not the house of his prisoners?

opened not 23_ISA_53_07 # He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a 
lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth.

opened not 07_JUD_03_25 # And they tarried till they were ashamed: and, behold, he opened not the doors of the 
parlour; therefore they took a key, and opened [them]: and, behold, their lord [was] fallen down dead on the earth.

open upon this 14_2CH_06_20 # That thine eyes may be open upon this house day and night, upon the place whereof 
thou hast said that thou wouldest put thy name there; to hearken unto the prayer which thy servant prayeth toward 
this place.

opened all the 01_GEN_41_56 # And the famine was over all the face of the earth: And Joseph opened all the 
storehouses, and sold unto the Egyptians; and the famine waxed sore in the land of Egypt.

opened and a 44_ACT_10_11 # And saw heaven opened, and a certain vessel descending unto him, as it had been a 
great sheet knit at the four corners, and let down to the earth:

opened and another 66_REV_20_12 # And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were 
opened: and another book was opened, which is [the book] of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which 
were written in the books, according to their works.

opened every man 01_GEN_44_11 # Then they speedily took down every man his sack to the ground, and opened 
every man his sack.

opened for I 23_ISA_48_08 # Yea, thou heardest not; yea, thou knewest not; yea, from that time [that] thine ear was 
not opened: for I knew that thou wouldest deal very treacherously, and wast called a transgressor from the womb.

opened he not 44_ACT_08_32 # The place of the scripture which he read was this, He was led as a sheep to the 
slaughter; and like a lamb dumb before his shearer, so opened he not his mouth:

opened he saw 44_ACT_09_08 # And Saul arose from the earth; and when his eyes were opened, he saw no man: but 
they led him by the hand, and brought [him] into Damascus.

opened he their 42_LUK_24_45 # Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the scriptures,

opened he thine 43_JOH_09_26 # Then said they to him again, What did he to thee? how opened he thine eyes?

opened her eyes 44_ACT_09_40 # But Peter put them all forth, and kneeled down, and prayed; and turning [him] to 
the body said, Tabitha, arise. And she opened her eyes: and when she saw Peter, she sat up.

opened her eyes 01_GEN_21_19 # And God opened her eyes, and she saw a well of water; and she went, and filled 
the bottle with water, and gave the lad drink.

opened her mouth 05_DEU_11_06 # And what he did unto Dathan and Abiram, the sons of Eliab, the son of Reuben: 
how the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed them up, and their households, and their tents, and all the substance 
that [was] in their possession, in the midst of all Israel:

opened his mouth 66_REV_13_06 # And he opened his mouth in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme his name, and 
his tabernacle, and them that dwell in heaven.

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Ashpenaz the master of 27_DAN_01_03 # And the king spake unto Ashpenaz the master of his eunuchs, that he 
should bring [certain] of the children of Israel, and of the king's seed, and of the princes;

carpenter encouraged the goldsmith 23_ISA_41_07 # So the carpenter encouraged the goldsmith, [and] he that 
smootheth [with] the hammer him that smote the anvil, saying, It [is] ready for the soldering: and he fastened it with 
nails, [that] it should not be moved.

carpenter stretcheth out his 23_ISA_44_13 # The carpenter stretcheth out [his] rule; he marketh it out with a line; he 
fitteth it with planes, and he marketh it out with the compass, and maketh it after the figure of a man, according to the 
beauty of a man; that it may remain in the house.

carpenter the son of 41_MAR_06_03 # Is not this the carpenter, the son of Mary, the brother of James, and Joses, 
and of Juda, and Simon? and are not his sisters here with us? And they were offended at him.

carpenter's son is not 40_MAT_13_55 # Is not this the carpenter's son? is not his mother called Mary? and his 
brethren, James, and Joses, and Simon, and Judas?

carpenters and builders and 12_2KI_22_06 # Unto carpenters, and builders, and masons, and to buy timber and hewn 
stone to repair the house.

carpenters and builders that 12_2KI_12_11 # And they gave the money, being told, into the hands of them that did the 
work, that had the oversight of the house of the LORD: and they laid it out to the carpenters and builders, that 
wrought upon the house of the LORD,

carpenters and masons and 10_2SA_05_11 # And Hiram king of Tyre sent messengers to David, and cedar trees, and 
carpenters, and masons: and they built David an house.

carpenters and meat and 15_EZR_03_07 # They gave money also unto the masons, and to the carpenters; and meat, 
and drink, and oil, unto them of Zidon, and to them of Tyre, to bring cedar trees from Lebanon to the sea of Joppa, 
according to the grant that they had of Cyrus king of Persia.

opened and the Spirit like 41_MAR_01_10 # And straightway coming up out of the water, he saw the heavens 
opened, and the Spirit like a dove descending upon him:

opened and the string of 41_MAR_07_35 # And straightway his ears were opened, and the string of his tongue was 
loosed, and he spake plain.

opened and they knew him 42_LUK_24_31 # And their eyes were opened, and they knew him; and he vanished out of 
their sight.

opened every man his sack 01_GEN_44_11 # Then they speedily took down every man his sack to the ground, and 
opened every man his sack.

opened for I knew that 23_ISA_48_08 # Yea, thou heardest not; yea, thou knewest not; yea, from that time [that] 
thine ear was not opened: for I knew that thou wouldest deal very treacherously, and wast called a transgressor from 
the womb.

opened he not his mouth 44_ACT_08_32 # The place of the scripture which he read was this, He was led as a sheep to 
the slaughter; and like a lamb dumb before his shearer, so opened he not his mouth:

opened he saw no man 44_ACT_09_08 # And Saul arose from the earth; and when his eyes were opened, he saw no 
man: but they led him by the hand, and brought [him] into Damascus.

opened he their understanding that 42_LUK_24_45 # Then opened he their understanding, that they might 
understand the scriptures,

opened her eyes and she 01_GEN_21_19 # And God opened her eyes, and she saw a well of water; and she went, and 
filled the bottle with water, and gave the lad drink.

opened her eyes and when 44_ACT_09_40 # But Peter put them all forth, and kneeled down, and prayed; and turning 
[him] to the body said, Tabitha, arise. And she opened her eyes: and when she saw Peter, she sat up.

opened her mouth and swallowed 05_DEU_11_06 # And what he did unto Dathan and Abiram, the sons of Eliab, the 
son of Reuben: how the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed them up, and their households, and their tents, and all 
the substance that [was] in their possession, in the midst of all Israel:

opened her mouth and swallowed 04_NUM_16_32 # And the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed them up, and 
their houses, and all the men that [appertained] unto Korah, and all [their] goods.

opened my mouth and panted 19_PSA_119_131 # I opened my mouth, and panted: for I longed for thy 
commandments.

opened my mouth and spake 27_DAN_10_16 # And, behold, [one] like the similitude of the sons of men touched my 
lips: then I opened my mouth, and spake, and said unto him that stood before me, O my lord, by the vision my sorrows 
are turned upon me, and I have retained no strength.

opened my mouth my tongue 18_JOB_33_02 # Behold, now I have opened my mouth, my tongue hath spoken in my 
mouth.

opened my mouth until he 26_EZE_33_22 # Now the hand of the LORD was upon me in the evening, afore he that 
was escaped came; and had opened my mouth, until he came to me in the morning; and my mouth was opened, and I 
was no more dumb.

open sepulchre they are all mighty men 24_JER_05_16 # Their quiver [is] as an open sepulchre, they [are] all mighty 
men.

open sepulchre they flatter with their tongue 19_PSA_05_09 # For [there is] no faithfulness in their mouth; their 
inward part [is] very wickedness; their throat [is] an open sepulchre; they flatter with their tongue.

open sepulchre with their tongues they have 45_ROM_03_13 # Their throat [is] an open sepulchre; with their tongues 
they have used deceit; the poison of asps [is] under their lips:

open shame 58_HEB_06_06 # If they shall fall away, to renew them again unto repentance; seeing they crucify to 
themselves the Son of God afresh, and put [him] to an open shame.

open sight of others 18_JOB_34_26 # He striketh them as wicked men in the open sight of others;

time [that] thine ear was not opened: for I knew that thou wouldest deal very treacherously, and wast called a 
transgressor from the womb.

opened he not his mouth 44_ACT_08_32 # The place of the scripture which he read was this, He was led as a sheep to 
the slaughter; and like a lamb dumb before his shearer, so opened he not his mouth:
