ashes upon his face.

departed 09_1SA_04_21 # And she named the child Ichabod, saying, The glory is departed from Israel: because the 
ark of God was taken, and because of her father in law and her husband.

departed 09_1SA_04_22 # And she said, The glory is departed from Israel: for the ark of God is taken.

departed 09_1SA_06_06 # Wherefore then do ye harden your hearts, as the Egyptians and Pharaoh hardened their 
hearts? when he had wrought wonderfully among them, did they not let the people go, and they departed?

name of the LORD, saying, The LORD be between me and thee, and between my seed and thy seed for ever. And he 
arose and departed: and Jonathan went into the city.

departed 09_1SA_22_01 # David therefore departed thence, and escaped to the cave Adullam: and when his brethren 
and all his father's house heard [it], they went down thither to him.

sailed to Cyprus.

departed 44_ACT_17_15 # And they that conducted Paul brought him unto Athens: and receiving a commandment 
unto Silas and Timotheus for to come to him with all speed, they departed.

departed 44_ACT_17_33 # So Paul departed from among them.

departed 44_ACT_18_01 # After these things Paul departed from Athens, and came to Corinth;

departed 44_ACT_18_07 # And he departed thence, and entered into a certain [man's] house, named Justus, [one] 
that worshipped God, whose house joined hard to the synagogue.
